Jury duty is a requirement for citizens in the United States older than 18 years. Jurors are chosen at random by the com-
puter from voting lists. A few states are using motor vehicle registrations too and one county is experimenting with outsourcing
this job. Some citizens refuse to register to vote for they do not wish under any circumstances to be chosen for a jury trial and sit
in judgment on another. However, not all cases heard in court are criminal cases where the death penalty could be invoked. Civil
cases make up a large percentage of the court time due to accidents and misunderstandings.

Excuses for not reporting for jury duty are rare. Not showing up elicits a phone call to your home, the possibility of a
warrant issued or a personal stop by law enforcement at your home. Excuses are infrequently granted. All must serve and that
includes doctors, teachers, lawyers, housewives and business people. Those individuals having genuine medical reasons and a
letter from their doctor, along with elderly dependent on hearing aids are likely to be excused. Otherwise, you have an obligation
to serve.

You are compensated a set amount for serving and your parking is reimbursed. The payment in no way compensates you
for your lost wages. Many companies, but not all, whose employees serve on a jury will pay that employee their usual wage.

Trials vary in duration; however, most trials last five days. Whether or not you are chosen to hear a trial, jurors are ex-
pected to report to the jury room every morning. Bring a book, knitting, needlework, Ipad or notebook along with you to occupy
your time. You will spend all day there.

Once a verdict is reached and the jury dismissed, usually no further remarks are made by the jurors. Recently jurists serv-
ing on high profile cases have been seen on television reviewing the case, their fellow jurists and the opposition they faced until a
verdict was consensually reached.

When serving on a jury you meet a cross section of interesting people and the diverseness of the group can make delibera-
tions interesting.

When you receive your jury notice, fill it out, not with trepidation, but an awareness that you are following in the foot-
steps of many others who served.

Adults who can’t read risk becoming isolated from
society. [lliteracy affects their ability to find jobs and stay current with today’s topics.

The development of learning to read and love books should start at an early age. Getting your preschooler to find a love
to read is a critical part of their long-term reading success. Early exposure to books, typically through being read to by a parent
or grandparent gives a child a sense of security and warmth. This gives children a positive feeling from reading which can grow
into a desire to read books for themselves when they are older.

With Spring comes new growth, and here are some areas to cultivate your interests. If your club has noticed how diffi-
cult it is to find volunteers or wondered “Why don’t young people join civic organizations?” you are not alone.

Young children would also enjoy and benefit from a visit to
their school from the local Fire and Police Dept. to share safety tips. This is also a great way to show respect and support for our
first responders. We could also learn from them ourselves by getting tips for disaster preparedness. Does everyone in your club
know what to do in a disaster? Do they have a disaster plan and supplies ready if needed? Be prepared because disasters don’t
always come with early warnings.

Simple tasks like dressing oneself can be very difficult for a wounded Veteran. Sew Much Comfort and GFWC members
can make a very important difference in the lives of our wounded heroes. Adaptive clothing is provided at no cost to the Vet-
eran. Clothing donations of woven or knit boxer shorts, sizes L,XL, XXL, and heavy weight T-shirts in solid colors or sports
teams logos in sizes M,L, XL are always needed. @For more information or to assist sewing, go to http:/
www.sewmuchcomfort.org/.

On average, more than five children die each day as a
result of child abuse or neglect in the United States. There are over 6.2 million reports made of child abuse and neglect each year.

There are four types of abuse:

Physical abuse is the use of physical force, hitting, kicking, shaking or other shows of force.
Sexual abuse involves engaging a child in sexual acts, includes fondling, penetration and exposing a child to other sexual acts.
Emotional abuse refers to behaviors that harm a child’s self-worth or emotional well-being.

Neglect is the failure to meet a child’s basic physi-
cal and emotional needs. These include hous-
ing, food, etc.
